Dear Shareholders,

As one of the major steps to boost country’s economy by our
Government, Myanmar Company Law (2017) was approved by
our President on 6th December 2017.

All shareholders may aware that, New Myanmar Company Law
2017 was enacted from 1st August 2018 with the notification
letter 48/2018 of President’s Office on 22nd June 2018, which
allows 35% share participation by the foreigner without effecting
the rights and status of Myanmar companies, thus Myanmar
companies can maintain the citizens’ benefits in addition to
legal partnership with foreign counterparts. In this aspect, The
Security & Exchange Commission of Myanmar (SECM) is also
preparing rules and regulations for foreigners to buy shares at
Yangon Stock Exchange(YSX). Similarly, in the near future, our
shareholders can hope for their profitability due to foreign
investors’ interests in our company which established the first
successful SEZ.

In view of Shareholders’ benefits, by utilizing the opportunities to
expand our business to be in line with new Myanmar Company
Law, we have established the new constitution and sent to
our shareholders ahead in order to get approval at this Annual
General Meeting. Both in Myanmar Company Law and our
new company constitution, company board of directors’ duty
and responsibilities are stated clearly, thus it will lead to better
corporate governance. Depending on our BOD’s capabilities
and capacities, we can boost not our own but also to country’s
economy.

In the long run, there are potentials to enhance country’s
economic development with the enacted new laws and effort
from private sector. Therefore, it is important that how we will
utilize these good potentials.

2017-2018 Financial Year was a challenging year not only for other
businesses but also for MTSH businesses. Myanmar economic
development has been slower than expected although poise as
one of fastest growing economy in the World. Businesses are
still facing challenges. Although, investments are not as much
as previous year, there are still investments at our Thilawa SEZ.
| do believe that Thilawa SEZ and Myanmar economy boast the
competitiveness and the potential necessary to grow in the
future.

Group net profit for this financial year 2017-2018 was Kyat 12.92
Billion compared to Kyat 22.317 Billion in FY 2016-2017. Although
our group net profit was down, our Subsidiary company Thilawa
Property Development Limited (TPD) delivered record revenue
in 2017-2018, with growth rate of 17.46 % to Kyat 9.934 Billion,
from Kyats 8.457 billion in FY 2016-2017. This growth in revenue
is contributed by successful invitation of Super Hotel, a Japanese
hotel chain to open in Thilawa SEZ Residential and Commercial
Zone developed by our TPD. There is also a growth in construction
income by TPD from kyats 4.086 Billion in FY 2016-2018 to
Kyats 5.695 billion this year. We commence to lease workers
dormitories which will contribute towards sustainable income for
TPD stating from this year.

MTSH’s main source of profit, through our joint venture Myanmar
Japan Thilawa Development Limited (MJTD) declines this year.
Net profit contribution from MJTD this year is Kyat 9.082 Billion
compared to Kyat 16.744 Billion in 2016-2017. We have manage
to attract 12 investors with the investment of USD$ 140 Million
from 6 countries into Thilawa SEZ this year, thereby increasing
the total investors in Thilawa SEZ to be 94 companies with USD$
1190 Million from 17 countries. With this success, we have sold

out 97% of Zone A and 61% of Zone B Phase 1. We have started
to construct Zone B Phase 2 and started development planning
for Zone B Phase 3 in anticipation for the future rapid growth in
demand by Foreign Direct Investment.

MTSH was ranked position “28"” among top income tax payer
lists published for 2016-17 Assessment Year.

We embarked on a process of strategic review for the Group. We
aimed to review our strategies and business models against the
realities of the future market place and global trends, changing
and enhancing them where required. We will also reshape our
organization to put in place the right structure and capabilities
for MTSH’s future.

We will focus on capital allocation at potentially beneficial
businesses from our very healthy cash reserve of Kyat 21.55
billion after deduction of our proposed dividend of 8.95 billion.
These investments will be the seed for our company future.
We will look for strategic quality investments by defining our
priorities and investment criteria to better diversify risk.
Currently we are following very closely for investment in
Kyaut Phyu SEZ and Deep Sea Port Project together with CCTI
Consortium from China. These may be the type of investment
which we can replicate our successful experiences developing
Thilawa SEZ. Similarly, we are also studying and doing survey
and dialogues for the investment at Myitkyina Economic
Development Zone in Kachin State. Moreover, we are also
carrying out feasibility study for Multi Modal Logistic Hub in
Thilawa SEZ. We believe that such kind of Multi Modal Logistic
Hub is necessary infrastructure to complement and strengthen
the strategic location of Thilawa SEZ as well as address the
Myanmar Country’s need for competitive and efficient logistic
operations throughout the Country.

We will appoint a permanent CEO to drive and execute the clear
roadmap layout by our Board of Directors to enhance the value
of our company and build a better, brighter future for MTSH.
We will also appoint highly efficient and capable employees
whenever necessary.

Our BOD seeks to continuously create value for our shareholders
and to issue stable dividend payments over the long term. This
policy has led to our decision to maintain the high level of 230
kyats per share for dividend payments over the period of FY
2017-2018. Since the establishment of the MTSH Company
from 3rd May 2013, we have been paying out dividends to our
shareholders since 2™ year after establishment and up till now,
we have already paid back total dividend up to 94% of paid up
capital of the original shareholders within 5 years; 20% in 2014-
2015, 25% in 2015-2016, 26% in 2016-2017 and 23% proposed
for this year, 2017-2018.
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Our continuous effort to improve our Corporate Governance and
transparency is evident in the report published by the Myanmar
Centre for Responsible Business (MCRB) pursuant to the Pwint
Thit Sa 2018 report. Pwint Thit Sa report on Transparency in
Myanmar Enterprises (TiME) have ranked MTSH 9% among
top 182 companies in Myanmar which is an improvement of
9 positions from Rank 18 in 2017. We are further working on
improvements in our Company’s Corporate Governance and |
hope this will be further evident in next year’s ranking.

MTSH Co,,Ltd., owned by our shareholders has written a new
constitution with the input of professionals and Board of
Directors to be in line with the newly enacted Myanmar
Company Law (2017) which is important for our country’s
economic development. This new constitution was distributed
to you, together with invitation letter to AGM which has to be
approved by the shareholders in this AGM. In this connection,
| would like to emphasize and assure that, with this approved
new constitution and with our utmost effort, we will perform
the potential businesses without limitation by the directors and
officers under the precise rules and regulations with responsibility
and accountability, thereby developing the promising and
prospective new businesses to put MTSH on the growth track
and to mark a mile stone of success. | would like to thank all
the shareholders, employees, management, Board of Directors
and Partners for continuous understanding, collaboration and
support of our efforts.

The following
diagram illustrates our value creation process.

Boundary of reporting entity for financial capital is the same
financial reporting entity for financial statements. Financial
information presented in financial capital are in consistent with
financial statements. Our financial statements are audited by
Win Thin & Associates and conform to International Financial
Accounting Standards (IFRS) and regulatory requirements.

For other type of capitals, the boundary of reporting entity is
broader than financial reporting entity. Non-financial information
and monetized value of other capitals are aggregate value of
all entities net of intercompany transactions. These aggregate
values include the portion not related to us by virtue of control
or significant influence as defined in accounting standards. The
reason for going beyond the boundary of financial reporting
entityis the effect of risk and opportunities created from these
activities can better understand on aggregate basis.

We define value created as total revenue of all entities within
the group after eliminating intercompany transactions. We make
value for ourselves by creating value for customer by delivering
beneficial products to them along the real estate value chain. In
FY2017-2018, created value amount to MMK 68 billion (FY2016-
2017: MMK 90 billion). We distribute the value created to our
stakeholders in several ways as follow.

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Financial Capital

The Group revenue for FY2017-18 grow 8% resulting from MMK
1.6 billion increase in construction revenue and MMK 0.8 billion
increase in property sales revenue of Thilawa Development
Limited. Despite increase in revenue, gross profit fall 2% from
MMK 5.5 billion to MMK5.4 billion. The main reason was due
to MMK 0.9 billion decrease in commission income of MTSH, a
comparatively high profit activity. Gross profit margin remains
high at healthy level of 49% for FY2017-18.

The group net profit for FY2017-18 is MMK 12.9 billion, which is
42% decline from previous financial year. The main reason is due
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Manufactured Capital

Manufactured capital are physical objects that are available to us for use in generating future revenue.
We have generated following manufactured capitals through our investment in Thilawa Property
Development Limited and Myanmar Japan Thilawa Property Development Limited.
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Thilawa Property Development Limited (TPD)

Thilawa Property Development Limited (“TPD") was formed
to undertake the development, construction, marketing,
leasing and operation of the Residential and Commercial
Area, Shopping Mall and Hyper Market in Thilawa Special
Economic Zone (“Thilawa SEZ”). TPD is a joint venture with
Thilawa Special Economic Zone Management Committee
Company Limited ("TSMCC”) in which TSMCC owns 20%
and Myanmar Thilawa SEZ Holdings Public Limited own
80%.
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Myanmar Japan Thilawa Development Limited (M]JTD)

Myanmar Japan Thilawa Development Limited ("MJTD")
was established to undertake the development, marketing,
leasing and operation of Industrial Area in Thilawa SEZ.
Myanmar Thilawa SEZ Holdings Public Limited is the largest
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Industrial Area

Industrial area under MJTD represent our largest manufactured capital and Zone A has total salable area 300 hectares, of which 96%
had leased out to 81 companies. Zone B phase 1 has salable area 83 hectares and 40% had leased out to 8 companies. Zone B phase
2 has 59 hectares of salable area and development works are in progress. Apart from land lease income, industrial area generate
recurring income from utility and maintenance service.

MJTD owns water purification plant with the capacity of 6,000
m3 per day and sewage treatment plant with the capacity of
4,800 m3 per day. These are another source of our recurring
income.

Factory and Office Space

We also have nine factories and office spaces available for rent
under MJTD, where 78% occupancy rate for factories and 82%
for office spaces. Another 3 factories are under construction.
These will form part of our recurring income base.

Thilawa Garden City

Residential and commercial land own by TPD has total area of
34 hectares, of which 1 hectare was subleased to 7 major local
banks where KBZ Bank is now under construction and 0.6 hectare
was subleased to Super Hotel expected to complete by August
2018. Another 1.4 hectare was used for development of worker
accommodation and shophouses. As of 31st March 2018, we still
have balance of 31 hectares available for future sublease and/or
own development.

Property

We own 24 units of shophouses in residential and commercial
area through our subsidiary TPD and 22 units are still available
for sale and/or rental.

Workers Accommodation

Three dormitory building with 180 rooms available for rent
have completed by TPD and we have seen increasing trend in
occupancy rate.
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Thilawa Garden City and Super Hotel in Thilawa Garden City
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Revenue from land lease activities in Myanmar Japan Thilawa
Development Limited have decline by 33% in FY2017-18. The
decline is due to waning exuberance of early years and this does
not equal to decline in demand for industrial land in Thilawa SEZ
in specific, and in Myanmar in general. We are confident that
investors demand for industrial land remain high and revenue
from land lease will remain at current year level.

Maintenance fee of industrial park, utilities service fee from
tenants, income from renting factory, shophouse, dormitory and
office are our base of recurring income. As the growing numbers
of tenants commence commercial operation of their business,
we expect increase in recurring revenue will partially compensate
decline in revenue from land lease.

Intellectual Capital

Intellectual capital is an intangible asset that we use to create
value for all stakeholder, develop new business, improve existing
business or provides competitive advantage. Our intellectual
capital comprises organizational knowledge, information,
system, procedures and corporate brand and reputation retained
even when key employee left the entity.

Like all intangible assets, intellectual capital is subjective to
measure and difficult to quantify. So, we choose to use narrative
explanation of our effort to improve and preserve the intellectual
capital at organizational level.

Since prior to commencement of Thilawa SEZ, we have conducted
numerous assessment and planning of project area covering land
use and reclamation, road and drainage system, water supply,
power supply, telecommunication, greening, flood control,
contamination control, population and socio-demographic study,
and biodiversity. Knowledge and information generated from
these studies and planning works are shared, disseminated and
discussed among all level of management.

We are closely working with TSMC and JICA in our engagement
with both communities affected by and surrounding Thilawa SEZ.
Operation and management of industrial park at Thilawa SEZ is
currently led by dispatched expert from our partner organization
such as Sumitomo Corporation, Marubeni Corporation, Mitsubishi
Corporation, Mizuho Bank as well as from MTSH.

Completion of Business English Class
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We aim to transfer knowledge, skill and expertise of dispatched
employee to local staff and retain within the organization. System,
standardized procedure and work instruction are imperative to
realizing our aim. For current and next year, our focus will be
on enhancing our system and standard operating procedure to
facilitate transfer, retain and improve the operational knowledge.
One of the intellectual asset we have cultivated is demographic
information of our tenants. We believe our tacit knowledge of
our tenants will give competitive edge in development of future
industrial parks.

We also maintain the database of all enquires, complaints and
request from tenants and potential tenants. In addition to taking
quick action to resolve the issue, these data are analyzed and
for improvement and prevention of recurrence. Our accumulated
knowledge of needs and concerns of our tenants become part of
valuable intellectual capital.

As a public company listed in Yangon Stock Exchange, we are
always dedicated to corporate governance, transparency and
public disclosure. Our dedication was recognized by ranked as
9th in PwintThit Sa 2018 report. We believe the recognition is
important contribution to our brand and reputation.

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Environment is the most valuable natural capital not only for our

business, but also for society as a whole. In the era epidemic
natural disaster, global warming and climate change, we are
obliged to minimize environmental impact of our activities as a
responsible member of society.

As an investor of property developer, owner and manager,
major source of environmental impact come from electricity
consumption, water consumption and waste generated from our
activities.

Power intensity ratio for FY2017-18 is 2.06(FY2016-17: 1.36) and
this is 52% increase from previous year. The increase was due
to increasing number of our tenants starting their commercial
operation within industrial parks rather than inefficiency of our
operation. We expect the power intensity ratio will continue
to rise in the future as more tenants commencing commercial
operation. Our source of water for consumption come from
reservoir, and there is no withdrawal from underground aquifer.
We have treated 58% of water consumed by the group and
tenants before discharge into the creeks. Golden DOWA Eco-
System Myanmar Co., Ltd operate industrial waste treatment
facilities in our industrial parks and manage the waste generated
by our tenants. For FY2017-18, waste intensity ratio is 1.44
(FY2016-17: 1.35). We will monitor and endeavor to benchmark
these intensity ratios to maintain them at optimum point to
minimize carbon foot print of our operation.

At the operational level, environment impact of our activities is
continually monitor and publish to general public through our
business unit website.

In the process of creating value for our stakeholders, we
have transformed agriculture land into industrial, residential &
commercial land. In order to compensate the loss of habitat for
flora and fauna, and protect the biodiversity and ecosystem, 21.7
ha of Zone A and 20.2 ha Zone B will be established as green
space. In addition to establishing common area as green space,
each tenant will set 15% of their plot for green space. Part of
our greening plan is to plant 600 big trees, 1,000 small trees and
3,000 shrubs and bushes in Thilawa SEZ.

Construction Contracts

When the outcome of a construction contract can be estimated reliably, contract revenue and contract costs are rec-
ognized as revenue and expenses respectively by reference to the stage of completion of the contract activity at the
statement of financial position (“percentage-of-completion method”). When the outcome of a construction contract
cannot be estimated reliably, contract revenue is recognized to the extent of contract costs incurred that are likely to
be recoverable. When it is probable that total contract costs will exceed total contract revenue, the expected loss is
recognized as an expense immediately.

Variations in contract work, claims and incentive payments are included in contract revenue when it is probable that
the customer will approve the variation or negotiations have reached an advanced stage such that it is probable that
the customer will accept the claim and they are capable of being reliably measured.

The stage of completion is measured by reference to the proportion of contract costs incurred to date to the estimated
total costs for the contract. Costs incurred during the financial year in connection with future activity on a contract
are excluded from the costs incurred to date when determining the stage of completion of a contract. Such costs
are shown as construction contract work-in-progress on the statement of financial position unless it is not probable
that such contract costs are recoverable from the customers, in which case, such costs are recognized as an expense
immediately.

At the statement of financial position date, the cumulative costs incurred plus recognized profits (less recognized
losses) on each contract is compared against the progress billings. Where the cumulative costs incurred plus the
recognized profits (less recognized losses) exceed progress billings, the balance is presented as due from customers
on construction contracts within “trade and other receivables”. Where progress billings exceed the cumulative costs
incurred plus recognized profits (less recognized losses), the balance is presented as due to customers on construction
contracts within “trade and other payables”.

Progress billings not yet paid by customers and retentions by customers are included within “trade and other receiv-
ables”. Advances received are included within “trade and other payables”.

Inventories

Inventories are carried at the lower of cost and net realizable value. The cost comprises cost of land scraping cost,
infrastructure development cost, direct labour and other direct cost.

Estimate and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revision to accounting estimates are
recognized in the period in which the estimates are revised and in any future period affected.

Infrastructure development costs

Infrastructure development costs of land are recorded as inventories during the construction stage and an apportionment
of these costs will be recognized in the statement of comprehensive income upon the recognition of the revenue of
the land under development.

These infrastructure costs comprise of awarded contracts and an estimation of future ones. The total costs were
estimated by a third-party professional Quantity Surveyor and periodically re-validated internally.

Before the final settlement of the development costs and other costs relating to the land under development, these
costs are based on management’s best estimate. Where the final settlement of costs and the related cost allocation is
different from the initial estimates, any increase or decrease in the development costs and other costs would affect
the profit or loss in future years.

Financial risk management

The Group’s financial risk management policy seeks to ensure that adequate financial resources are available for the
development of the Group’s business whilst managing its risks. In addition to the risk factors as stated in the Company’s
Prospectus dated 27 February, 2014, the main areas of financial risks faced by the Group and the policy in respect of
the major areas of treasury activity are set out as follows:
